Find your persons name in the list and click on their name.

On this page you will see a list of all the bills Representative McEachin has sponsored or co-sponsored.

On the Senate side it is filtered by the first letter of the Senators last name: 

Tim Kaine for example.
On this page you will see a list of all the bills Senator Kaine has sponsored or co-sponsored.
